Silver is permissible for women whereas for men the amount allowed is a maximum of 4.5 mashe (i.e. a ring). For both men and women other metals as forms of jewellery are prohibited.

If a food is 'Makhrooh', for example Prawns, we should not eat them because it isn't preferred to do so? Why are some things Makhrooh? What is the basis of Halal and Haram i.e. should we not eat something that doesn't have a backbone? Or does it drive from the days of old when people just ate anything and Allah (S.W.T) made rules for us so we would know what is clean and not? And what is the reason for this?

Something becomes Haram if it is proven by “nas-eqatee” i.e. by name it has been mentioned in the Quran and Hadith Mutawatir and something becomes Makhrooh when proven by Khabar Wahid. We have not heard about a backbone being used to identify if something is Halal or Haram. In the Hanafi Fiqh if something is a fish and not a predatory fish it is Halal. If it cannot be called a fish it is Makhrooh. Crabs, prawns etc are not called fish. According to the Hanafi Fiqh prawns are Makhrooh so you stay away from them.

However some Ulemas disagree on this subject and say that it is allowed. 
Allah (S.W.T) knows best.

Around 10 years ago Halifax building society merged with another bank. As a loyally bonus it gave all its customers who had been with them for sometime, 250 shares in the new company. I was one of those people. Are we allowed to receive the dividend from these shares? Although I have not paid for these shares are we allowed to use this money?

If the dividends are a combination of interest and profit, then you have to make the intention that if you do use some of it, it will be from the profits and not the interest. And the remainder you can put it to use to pay for utility bills, tax. 

If all of it is interest then instead of giving it away to the bank or not accepting it take it and give it to some Muslim organization etc or use it also to pay bills, tax etc and don’t use it to buy food.

       555   TOPIC: Aqueeqah

My First Child is due, by the will of Allah (S.W.T), in October this year. I understand that we need to do the Aqueeqah (booking a hall, inviting guests round, and inviting a guest imam, food and the Aqueeqah meat) which I have no problem with. But if by the will of Allah (S.W.T), the child is born during Ramadan, I guess everyone will be busy fasting and if the child is born after Ramadan, everyone has celebrated Eid and will not appreciate the Aqueeqah. I feel it will be more beneficial spiritually and morally that if I add up all these costs i.e. booking a hall, inviting guess round, inviting a guess imam, food  and the Aqueeqah meat and send the equivalent amount in pounds to Sudan or Palestine or any poor regions where the people will appreciate it. How do I proceed?

Aqueeqah is Mustahab (desirable) and it is better to perform it on the seventh day. If it cannot be performed on the seventh day then perform it whenever possible and the Sunnah of Our Beloved (S.A.W) will be fulfilled.

Two goats are sacrificed on the birth of a son and one on the birth of a daughter (Ahmad and Tirmizi). This does not imply preference of a boy over a girl but this is because the Noble Prophet (S.A.W) had done so.

The meat of the Aqueeqah should be given to the poor, friends or relatives, raw or cooked. It can also be served as a meal and all the people invited, in all cases it is allowed.

You mention in your question that you feel it would be beneficial if you sent the equivalent amount of money to a poor country instead. Actually this will not fulfill the Aqueeqah Sunnah as the Aqueeqah is about slaughtering the animal and distribution that meat. One thing we can suggest you can do is to contact charities already working in these deprived areas and ask them to fulfill the Aqueeqah ritual for you and then distribute the meat to the poor. If the charity takes up the responsibility then it would be ok for you to send the equivalent money to them.

Hatham (Ehsal-e-Sawab) can be done at anytime. Some people do it on Thursdays because a Hadith specifies that the souls visit the house of their relative on Thursdays to see what is being done for them. This is the main reason why this is done i.e. to pray for the ease of our dead.

It is incorrect to state that the deceased come to smell the food.

As to your question regarding: What happens to you after death; there is much literature available which cover this topic in detail. One such book we can recommend is : Death, The Final Journey by Muhammad Abd Al Mannan.

As long as you are aware as to which Namaz you are reading, the type of Rakats you are reading (i.e.: Farz, Sunnah or Nafil) and that you know if you are reading on your own or with Jamaat, then this should be enough. Inshallah.
Niyaath can be done in any language, but to say it in Arabic is better.

How should you perform Tayammum?

After making the intension of Tayammum, say “Bismillahirrahma Nirrahim” 

And press both hands on to the ground which contains items of pure substance. Pure substance refers to material which is from the earth (i.e. Soil, Sand, Lime, Brick dust, Stone etc...). If a lot of substance gets stuck on the hands then hit the hands together so the excess is shaken off. Then with these hands wipe over the whole face. Repeat the action again and wipe over both arms from the fingernails to and including the elbows. Tayammum is now completed. 

The wiping of the head and feet are not performed in Tayammum. There are only three Fard in Tayammum.

You need to pray Salah five times a day (if not already doing so), read Darood Sharif abundantly, Repent, do Dua for forgiveness and ask Allah (S.W.T) to give you the strength to stay on the right path and keep away from Sin.

Keep doing Istighfar, read “La haw la Wa la quwata ila bila hil ali yil azeem”. Move away from your circle of friends if they are not of good character and keep in the company of practicing Muslims. Inshallah Allah (S.W.T) will guide you to the right path and make thing easy for you.

The history of Eid-ul-Adha can be traced back to the story which states that Hazret Ibrahim (A.S) was instructed by Allah (S.W.T), in a dream, to raise the foundations of Holy Kaaba, the most sacred shrine in Mecca. 

Muslims believe that even after undergoing a lot of trials and tribulations on his way to Mecca, Allah (S.W.T) revealed in a dream to Hazret Ibrahim (A.S) to sacrifice his son Hazret Ismaeel (A.S). Hazret Ibrahim (A.S) and Hazret Ismaeel (A.S) set off to Mina for the sacrifice. As they went, the Shaitaan (devil) attempted to lead Hazret Ibrahim (A.S) astray by disobeying Allah (S.W.T) and not to sacrifice his beloved son. 

Hazret Ibrahim (A.S) remained unfiltered in his decision and true to Allah (S.W.T), and drove Shaitaan away. As Hazret Ibrahim (A.S) prepared to kill his beloved son, Allah (S.W.T) stopped him and placed a heavenly sheep (Ram) in the place where Hazret Ismaeel (A.S) was going to be sacrifice instead. 

Popularly known as the Festival of Sacrifice, this Muslim holiday Eid-ul-Adha commemorates Prophet Ibrahim’s (A.S) unselfish act of sacrificing (Qurbani) his own son to the One Allah (S.W.T). Muslims perform the Qurbani as a Sunnah of Hazret Ibrahim (A.S). The festival reminds everyone of the mercy and benefits bestowed upon mankind by Allah (S.W.T).

Qutbi Tara is visible every night, so if this is referring to RasoolAllah (S.A.W) after his coming to this world the star should not be visible now since has come to this world and now rest in Roza Mubarak in Madina Shareef. 

People in certain parts of the world do not place their feet in the direction towards Madina Shareef as well as Qibla out of respect. The issue you mention with the star is out of our knowledge, but a star would be in the sky rather then earthly directions.

Quran correctly. 
4) After him, the person who recites the Quran according to the correct rules. 
5) Thereafter, the person who is the most pious.

Are you allowed to give the Azaan / Iqamath in the new born child’s ears without Wudu?

It is important to remember that as long as your body is Paak (Clean i.e.. not in need of Ghusl) you are allowed to give Azaan / Iqamath in a new born child’s ears without being in the state of wudu.

    585   TOPIC : Istinja

I read in a book that you can do Istinja with toilet paper? I assumed you had to do it with water?

The principle behind doing Istinja is to remove all types of filth from your private parts. 

Performing Istinja with water is Mustahab (desirable). Out of all the permissible items for performing Istinja, water is the most cleansing. However to do it with such things such as tissue paper is also permissible, providing the filth is fully wiped clean.
It is important to remember that it is obligatory to perform Istinja with water, if the filth has spread out from its point of exit by more than the size of a dirham (approximately a circle of 6cm radius as mentioned by some contemporary scholars).

It is stated in Sunni Bahishthi Zaiwar, P293 that to comb, cut or pluck the hairs of the decease, to cut the nails etc is Makrooh Tehremi and results in a Sin being committed. If someone did pluck / cut the hair or cut the nails of the deceased then one should place these items in the Kafan. One should not put Henna or Surmah on either.

When Hajj was made obligatory?

The matter is controversial among scholars. Some scholars are of the view that Hajj was made obligatory in the fifth year after Hijra; some state that it was ordained in the sixth year; others say that it was prescribed in the ninth year or tenth year. The ninth year after Hijra is believed to be the most correct.

My wife is pregnant and I would like to know if we are allowed to have sex with each other during this period? If we are then is it only restricted to a certain time during the pregnancy? (I.e. only for the first, say 6 months)

You are allowed to have sex with you spouse throughout the whole pregnancy. Shariah has not set any time restrictions. However one should take extra care in ensuring that both mother and child are not harmed in any way.

Can we perform more than one Sajda Sav if you make a mistake after you have done the first Sajda Sav?

To rectify a mistake made within the Namaz only one Sajda Sav is required.

As the position of Jalsa (Athiyath Position before saying Salam) is the last Farz required to fulfill the Namaz. No mistake made after this will require a Sajda Sav.

Are we allowed to read Kaza Namaz at Fajr time?

If you are a regular reader (who performs all 5 prayers a day) and have not missed more than 6 Prayer consecutively then you are required to read the missed (Kaza) Namaz(s) before you read the Fajr Namaz. One thing to remember is that if due to time limitation by reading the Kaza Namaz(s) one will be in danger of missing the Fajr Namaz then the requirement here would be that you read the Fajr Namaz and do the Kaza before reading Zohr. 
Example: 1

If you are regular Namazi and for some reason have missed say Magrib and Isha Namaz. You have got up to read Fajr Namaz, but before you perform your Fajr Namaz you are required to perform the 3 Farz (Kaza) of Magrib, 4 Farz (Kaza) + 3 Witr of Isha.

Example: 2

If you have got up to read the Fajr Namaz and have not missed any Namaz from the previous day (which are required to be read) then you can only read your Fajr Namaz at this time. You cannot read previously missed Namaz at Fajr time.

Hope the above examples have made it a bit more clear for you to understand.

According to laws of Shariah if a person can not maintain his Wudu for Namaz, in this condition he is indigent (Mazoor). Shariah allows him to pray in the same condition but he will have to perform fresh Wudu for the time of every prayer. As the time of new prayer will come the previous Wudu will break itself. If any part of the clothing is soiled then that particular section has to be either washed (depending on the size of the soil) or that item it is to be removed.
