History of the Green Dome (Gumbad-e-Hadhra)
The first dome, which finally has become known as 'the Green Dome', was built in the Prophet's Mosque, over the Sacred Chamber, by the Mamluke ruler, the Sultan, Al-Mansoor Qalaawoon, in 678 A.H.
Square in its base, octagonal in the heights and fabricated of wood, its extremities are established above the walls surrounding the Sacred Chamber. It is clad with slabs of lead, to prevent the seepage of rainwater, down onto the Sacred Chamber.
These lead sheets were replaced during the time of Al-Naasir Hassan bin Muhammad bin Qalaawoon, in the period between 755 and 762 A.H.
In 765, some repair work was carried out by the Sultan, Sha'abaan bin Hussain, on the Noble Dome.
In the year 881 A.H., after the completion of some restoration and repairs, the Sultan, Qaitibai, decided to replace the wooden ceiling of the Chamber with a dome. He had the wooden ceiling raised and the dome vaulted on approximately 1/3 of the eastern part of the Chamber, then placed the dome on a square. 
Then the western side was done and they vaulted the dome on the main side. It was of chiselled white and black stone. On the apex, he raised a brass crescent. The exterior was whitened with plaster, to give it a magnificent appearance.
This dome was spared by the fire that flared in 886 A.H., but the exterior dome over it burned and was eventually restored in 892, by Sultan Qaitibai, for the blessings it would bring to him. It has endured, but some cracks appeared in its heights. It was overhauled and became sound. 
Then, a dome was made over the Ottoman Mihrab, and the ceiling and roof between the Green Dome and the southern wall covered by a large dome surrounded by three smaller ones, just as two domes were made over Baab Al-Salaam. These domes were clad in white and black marble and decorated with splendid ornamentation. 
In the year 974 A.H., the Ottoman Sultan, Suleiman Qaanooni, repaired the lead of the Noble Dome and replaced the crescent finial with a new one.
In 1119 A.H., the Sultan, Mahmoud the First, added a colonnade in the direction of the Qiblah and the ceiling consisted of a number of domes. 

The Noble Dome had at times, been referred to as the White Dome and the Blue Dome, some even called it Al-Faihaa' (meaning: wide, expansive). Mahmoud the Second renovated the Noble Dome in the year 1228 A.H. and coated it green. It has since become renowned as the Green Dome.
