In Hadith No.254 (Book of Prayers) Bukhari’s Correct Tradition it says: Anas Ibn Malik (Allah be pleased with him) was reported to have asked whether the Prophet (Allah’s blessing and peace be upon him) prayed as wearing His shoes. He replied "Yes, He did". My question is this, does the above Hadith mean that we are allowed (i.e.: Sunnah) to wear shoes whilst performing Namaz (i.e.) say outside the mosque etc.

Majority of time when praying one removes the shoes as this is in respect of the Masjid the scared place of worship. The same applies thereafter; Allah Azawajal says “Surely I am your Rubb (Sustainer). Therefore, take off your shoes. Surely you are in the sacred valley of Tuwa”, (20:12 Kazul Imaan) this Ayah refers to the situation when Musa Alai Hi Salaam is informed by Allah Azawajal on Mount Toor.

He (AS) is instructed to remove His shoes as it is a sacred valley. Whenever a Muslim prays his Salah (Namaz) the place of Prayer is considered as sacred. Hence one should remove the shoes. Also when wearing shoes one can not sit in the Sunnah position in Salaah; i.e. to bend the right foot’s toes to Qibla while in Jalsa (sitting).

It was also one of the characteristic of Rasoolallah Sallalahu Alai Hi Wasalam; He (S.A.W) did actions that were strictly for Him (S.A.W) and not for his follower’s. Therefore the final version for Fiqh (Islamic law) is that Rasoolallah Sallalahu Alai Hi Wasalam removed His shoes while praying and the Sahaba Radiallahu Anhum followed him. According to Fiqha Hanafi Indeed this is the best method and Sunnah to remove the shoes while praying.

Having said that the Hadith (tradition) you have mentioned is correct, however the requirement is that the fingers of the feet touch the ground (so you must wear the slipper and not shoe’s) and the slippers are clean (i.e. from najasat (impurities) and dirt) then it is permissible to pray with slippers on the feet. Bear in mind the making of slipper is for use to protect the feet from dirt and filth. This however is not a established Sunnah of Our Holy Prophet (S.A.W). Sharah Sahih Muslim, Vol 2 P124, Urdu Edition.

Why do we read Laa ilaa ha illallahu and asalaatu wasalaam after Namaz; what’s the purpose?

In a Hadith Shareef Hazret Ibn-e-Abbas (RA), States that he use to hear aloud “Allah Hu Akbar” (God Is Great) from Rasoolallah (S.A.W) when He entered the Masjid and that indicated that Salah (Prayer) has ended. 

In another narration Hazret Ibn-e-Abbas (RA) Says “Aloud Zikr” was a normal practice after prayer in the time of Rasoolallah (S.A.W). 

Allama Askilani, found this to be daleel (evidence) for load Zikr after Prayer whether it is Kalima Shareef or Darood Shareef. Allama Shamee further states it is Ijma (Consensus) of Scholars on load Zikr being a Mustahab (recommended) Amal (action) as long as it does not disturb other people present from their sleep, Qiraat, or Salah. 

Loud Zikr increases the spiritual well being of an individual, Rasoolallah (S.A.W) had said that the heart gets corroded and Zikr takes that corrosion away. May Allah (S.W.T) help us all take away the corrosion of our hearts. Ameen. 

Ja Al Haq by Mufti Ahmed Yar Khan Naeemi Book of “Zikr bil Jyar” is a detailed analysis of this issue for further evidences and reading.

It is also important to note that if a person knowingly missed Dua Kannod and at the end of the Witr Namaz performed Sajda Sahv, the Namaz will not be accepted and the Namaz will have to be repeated.
If a person forgets to read Dua Kannod and only realizes when he has finished the Namaz then he is also required to repeat his Witr Namaz.

Just as it is not forbidden for women to eat and drink in the state of Haiz and Nifaas, it has not been stated in any books of Fiqh forbidding a woman to drink Zam Zam water while she is in her menstruating period. Nor has it been stated that she cannot have the dates from an Ennobled place such as Madinah-e-Paak, or Niyaz of Ghiyarwin Shareef or any food on other days of commemoration.

Any woman with whom a man has a relationship that precludes (prohibits) marriage, is considered a Mehram to him. 

These are considered Mehram because Allah (S.W.T) mentioned them in the Holy Quran: "And marry not women whom your fathers married, except what has already passed; indeed it was shameful and most hateful, and an evil way. Forbidden to you (for marriage) are: your mothers, your daughters, your sisters, your father's sisters, your mother's sisters, your brother's daughters, your sister's daughters, your foster mother who gave you suck, your foster milk suckling sisters, your wives' mothers, your step-daughters under your guardianship, born of your wives to whom you have go in - but there is no sin on you if you have not gone in them (to marry their daughters), - the wives of your sons who (spring) from your own loins, and two sisters in wedlock at the same time, except for what has already passed; verily, Allah is Oft-Forgiving, Most Merciful." (An-Nisa 4:22-23)

All the man's female relatives mentioned in the above verses are considered his Mehram, because it is unlawful (Haram) for him to marry them, except the wife's sister mentioned last, who is not a Mehram because he can marry her if he divorces her sister, or if she dies. Reciprocally, if a woman is a Mehram to a man, such as her brother, her father, her uncle, etc. then he is a Mehram to her. All other relatives are considered non-Mehram and they fall under the category of strangers to her, except one's wife or husband who is also called Mehram.

You need to start reading all the five daily prayers (if not already doing so) and before going to bed you must make Wudu. Before you sleep sit crossed legged on your bed and recite: Surah Fateha once, Ayatul Kursi once, Four Quls three times each, and then blow into the palm of your hand thrice and each time you blow rub them over your body.

I understand that the Quran is the unchanged word of Allah (S.W.T) but I also know that it was written in many dialects in the beginning era of Islam so could you clarify how the original was distinguished against the others?

ANSWER   
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Allah (S.W.T) who revealed the Quran Himself made arrangements for its safety and 
security forever. No sooner was a passage of the Quran revealed that it was recorded 
on leaves of date-palm, the bark of trees, bones, at the dictation of the Prophet 
(S.A.W) and all these pieces were put in a bag. Besides this, some of his Companions 
themselves wrote these pieces for their own use. At the same time, the Muslims committed these passages to memory as they had to recite them during Salat [obligatory prayers to Allah, the Lord of the universe], a prescribed practice from the very beginning of Islam. But immediately after the Holy Prophet (S.A.W)’s passed away from this world, an event occurred that necessitated this work. 

A furious storm of apostasy broke out and many of the Companions, who went to war to suppress it, were martyred. Among these martyrs were some of the men who had committed the whole of the Quran to memory. So it occurred to Hazret Umar (R.A) that necessary steps should be taken to preserve the Quran intact in its original form against any and every danger and that it was not wise to depend exclusively upon those who had learnt it by heart. He tried to impress the necessity of this step on Hazret Abu Bakr Sadeeq (R.A) (Who was the First Khalifah) who at first showed hesitation in doing what the Prophet (S.A.W) had not done. But after some discussion, he too agreed. Accordingly, he entrusted the work to Hazret Zaid bin Thabit (R.A) who also hesitated at first, like Hazret Abu Bakr Sadeeq (R.A), and for the same reason. But at last he was convinced and he undertook this historic work. 
Hazret Zaid (R.A) was best qualified for this work. He had frequently acted as scribe to the Prophet (S.A.W) and was one of those Companions who had learnt the Quran directly from The Holy Prophet (S.A.W). He was also present on the occasion when the Prophet (S.A.W) recited the whole of the completed Quran to Hazret Jibrail (A.S). 
Arrangements were consequently made to collect and gather all the written pieces of the Quran left by the Prophet (S.A.W) along with those in possession of his Companions (R.A). Then, with the cooperation of those Companions (R.A) who had memorized the whole or any part of the Quran word for word, all the written pieces were compared with each other for verification; Hazret Zaid (R.A) would not take down anything in his manuscript unless all three sources tallied with one another. Thus was compiled one correct, authenticated and complete copy. This authenticated copy of the whole Quran was kept in the house of Hazrete Hafsah (R.A) who was Hazret Umar's (R.A) daughter and one of the blessed wives of the Prophet (S.A.W). 
It was proclaimed that anyone who so desired, might make a copy of it or compare it with the copy he already possessed.
However, as Islam spread, more and more people became Muslims. This also meant that more and more Non-Arabic speaking people became Muslims too. The non-Arabic speaking Muslims found it difficult to read the Holy Quran. The Holy Quran was compiled and made easier to be read by non-Arabic speaking Muslims by adding (Zabr, Zair and Paish). This however allowed the non-Arabic speaking Muslims to pronounce the Holy Quran correctly without changing the meaning in any way.

The Quran, which is now in use all over the world, is the exact copy of the Quran which was compiled under Hazret Abu Bakr Sadeeq’s (R.A) order and copies of which were officially sent by Hazret Uthman (R.A) to different locations. Even today many very old copies are found in big libraries in different parts of the world. A sceptic might entertain a doubt about its revelation from Allah (S.W.T), but none can have any doubt whatsoever regarding its authenticity, immunity and purity from any kind of addition, omission or alteration, for there is nothing so authentic in all of human history as this fact about the Quran, that it is the same Quran that was presented to the world by the Prophet (S.A.W).

We are not aware of the reason some people face Afghanistan. In our opinion it would be more beneficial if you ask the Imam in that Masjid for the reason.

Is Ghusl necessary if a married couples private parts touch each other (no sexual intercourse)? If intercourse takes place but no ejaculation for whatever reason is Ghusl still compulsory? 

ANSWER   
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Ghusl will not be Fard (obligatory) on a married couple whose private parts touch each other but no sexual intercourse takes place, providing the head of the penis does not enter the vagina. However if by touching the private parts due to lust ejaculation of sperm is experienced then Ghusl will be Fard. One thing to remember is that if the head of the penis enters the vagina, whether ejaculation takes place or not Ghusl will be Fard on both the Husband and Wife.
